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Installing SIM Card(s), Memory
Card, and Battery

1. With your phone display
facing down, locate the
latch opening on the
bottom-right corner of
your phone.

2. Pry the back cover loose
and then remove the cover.

3. Insert the micro SIM card
into one of the slots and
push it forward until it
clicks into place.

NOTE: X
+ If you want to use multiple SIM cards, repeat the
same procedure on the other micro SIM card.

+ To remove the micro SIM card, push the micro SIM

card firmly into the slot first to eject it, then pull it out.

+ When using the card adapter (Nano SIM -> Micro
SIM), do not use excessive force to remove the SIM
card as this can damage the card.

Insert the micro SD card
into the slot with golden
contacts facing down.

Insert the battery. Make
sure the contacts of the
battery are aligned with
the connectors on the
battery compartment.

Replace the back cover and press along the
edges until you have a secure seal.
