Welcome Card
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The handset supports LTE, W-CDMA, GSM/GPRS and wireless 

LAN systems.

Because the handset relies on radio signals, it cannot be used in 

a place with no signal (such as tunnels, underground or in 

buildings), in places with a weak signal or outside the LTE 

service area or FOMA service area. You may not use the 

handset in the upper floors of a building even with no 

obstructions in sight. There may also be times when the signal is 

strong and you are not moving but the call is interrupted.

Because the handset uses radio waves, it is possible for a third 

party to listen in on a conversation. However, since the LTE, 

W-CDMA and GSM/GPRS systems automatically apply a private 

call feature to every call, a third party that tries to listen in only 

hears noise.

The handset converts conversations into a digital signal and 

sends it to the other party over the radio. If the signal cannot be 

reconverted properly by such as moving to an area with a weak 

signal, the voice may not be heard correctly.

Take notes of information (e.g. the phonebook, calendar, note, 

voice memo, answering memo) stored on the handset or save 

the information to external memory devices such as microSD 

Cards and PCs periodically. DOCOMO shall not be liable for any 

loss of content due to a failure, repair, model change or other 

handling of the handset.

As with PCs, some user-installed apps, -accessed websites, etc. 

may disrupt the stability of your handset performance or 

unexpectedly transmit information via the Internet causing 

improper use of your location information, personal information 

stored on the handset, etc. Therefore, verify the supplier and 

operating conditions of the apps, websites, etc. to be used before 

using them.

The handset supports the FOMA Plus-Area and the FOMA 

HIGH-SPEED Area.

When the available space on the microSD Card or the handset is 

insufficient, apps in use may not work properly. In this case, 

delete saved data.

The handset does not support connection to i-mode website 

(program), i-appli, etc.

The handset does not support providers other than sp-mode, 

mopera U and Business mopera Internet.

In the home screen, display the Apps Sheet/[Settings]/

[Profile] to check your phone number (own number).

The handset does not support Public Mode (Drive Mode).

Setting the handset to the manner mode does not mute sounds 

(camera shutter sound etc.) other than the ringtone, operation 

sound, and various notification sounds.

The handset automatically performs communication for some 

functions, for example, to synchronize data, check the latest 

software version or maintain connection with the server. Also, 

making a communication with large-volume data such as 

downloading apps or watching videos will lead to higher packet 

communication charges. Subscription to Packet Pack/flat-rate 

packet communication services is highly recommended.

Even while the Wi-Fi connection is set, packet communication 

charges may be incurred depending on the app and service you 

use.

Software on the handset can be updated to up-to-date status 

(>P. 95 “Software update”).

For details on software version of your handset >P. 80 “About 

phone”

New functions may be added to the handset or the operation 

method may change by upgrading the OS version. Check the 

DOCOMO website for the latest information on these additions 

and changes.

If the OS is upgraded, some apps used in the previous OS 

version may not be available or some unintended bugs may 

occur.

Secure the security of the handset by setting Screen lock in case 

you lose it (>P. 75 “Lock & security”).

If your handset is lost, change your password for each account 

using a PC to prevent other persons from using Google services 

such as Gmail and Google Play™, and services such as SNS.

Apps and their service contents are subject to change without 

prior notice.

Read the terms of service of Google Inc. for details on Google 

services. Also, read each terms of service for details on other 

web services.

If the terms of service etc. is displayed, follow the instructions on 

the screen and operate.

Subscription to Packet Pack/flat-rate packet communication 

services is highly recommended to use tethering.

For details on usage fees etc., refer to the DOCOMO website.

The display is manufactured using high-precision technology, but 

it may contain dots that fail to light or that remain permanently lit 

on some areas. This is a characteristic of display and not a 

malfunction.

The battery is built into the handset and you cannot replace it by 

yourself.

Note that DOCOMO shall not guarantee operation of 

commercially available optional parts.

Using the handset
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Before use, read these “Precautions” carefully and use your 

handset properly.

These precautions contain information intended to prevent 

bodily injury to the user and to surrounding people, as well 

as damage to property, and must be observed at all times.

The following symbols indicate the different degrees of 

injury or damage that may occur if information provided is 

not observed and the handset is used improperly.

*1 Serious bodily injury: This refers to loss of eyesight, bodily 

injury, burns (high- and low-temperature), electric shock, 

broken bones, injuries with residual aftereffects from poisoning, 

etc., and injuries requiring hospital admission for treatment or 

long-term hospital attendance as an outpatient.

*2 Minor injury: This refers to bodily injury, burns (high- and 

low-temperature), electric shock, etc. that do not require 

hospital admission for treatment or long-term hospital 

attendance as an outpatient.

*3 Property damage: This refers to extended damage to buildings, 

furniture, livestock, pets, etc.

Handling the handset, adapters, Disney 

original cover and docomo nano UIM card 

(general)

Danger
Do not use, store or leave the equipment in 

locations subject to high temperatures or 

accumulation of heat (near a fire or heating unit, in 

a kotatsu or bedding, under direct sunlight, inside a 

vehicle on a hot day, etc.).

May cause fires, burns, bodily injury, electric shock, etc.

Do not place the equipment inside cooking 

appliances such as microwave ovens and induction 

cookers or high pressure vessels such as pressure 

cookers, or near them.

May cause fires, burns, bodily injury, electric shock, etc.

Do not sprinkle sand, soil or dirt on the equipment 

or put the equipment directly on it. Also, do not 

touch the equipment when sand etc. is adhering to 

your hand.

May cause fires, burns, bodily injury, electric shock, etc.

Do not attempt to disassemble or modify the 

equipment.

May cause fires, burns, bodily injury, electric shock, etc.

Do not get the equipment wet with liquids such as 

water (drinking water, sweat, seawater, pet urine, 

etc.).

May cause fires, burns, bodily injury, electric shock, etc.

Refer to the following for details on waterproofness.

Do not allow liquids such as water (drinking water, 

sweat, seawater, pet urine, etc.) to get inside the 

charger terminal or external connection jack.

May cause fires, burns, bodily injury, electric shock, etc.

Refer to the following for details on waterproofness.

>P. 12 “Waterproof/Dustproof”

Use only optional parts specified by NTT DOCOMO.

May cause fires, burns, bodily injury, electric shock, etc.

Warning
Do not subject the equipment to strong force, 

impacts or vibration such as letting it fall, stepping 

on it or throwing it.

May cause fires, burns, bodily injury, electric shock, etc.

Do not allow conductive materials (such as metal 

objects and pencil lead) to come into contact with 

the charger terminal or external connection jack or 

dust to get inside it.

May cause fires, burns, bodily injury, electric shock, etc.
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5 Contents/Precautions

Do not cover or wrap the equipment with bedding 

etc. when using or charging.

May cause fires, burns, etc.

If charging is not completed after the specified 

charging time, stop charging.

May cause fires, burns, bodily injury, etc. because of 

overcharging.

Be sure to turn off the handset and not to charge 

the battery in locations where flammable gas may 

be generated such as gas stations and where dust 

is generated.

May cause explosions, fires etc. if using the equipment in 

location where flammable gas etc. is generated.

To use Osaifu-Keitai in locations such as gas stations, be 

sure to turn off the power in advance (If NFC/Osaifu-Keitai 

lock is set, disable the lock before turning off the power).

If any trouble such as an unusual odor, unusual 

noise, smoking, overheating, discoloration or 

deformation is found during use, charge or storage, 

follow the instructions below.

Unplug the power plug from the outlet or accessory 

socket.

Turn off the handset.

May cause fires, burns, bodily injury, electric shock, etc. if 

you do not follow the instructions above.

Caution
Do not use a damaged equipment.

May cause fires, burns, bodily injury, etc.

Do not leave the equipment on unstable surfaces, 

such as on a wobbly table or sloped surface. Be 

very careful while the vibrator is set.

May fall and cause injury etc.

Do not use or store the equipment in locations that 

are subject to humidity, dust or high temperatures.

May cause fires, burns, electric shock, etc.

Refer to the following for details on waterproofness/

dustproofness.

If being used by a child, have a guardian teach him/

her the proper handling procedures and do not 

have him/her use it improperly.

May cause bodily injury etc.

Do not place the equipment where the young 

children can reach it.

A young child may swallow the equipment, or suffer bodily 

injury, electric shock, etc.

Be careful when using the handset continuously for 

a long time or charging because it may become 

warm. Also, be careful not to touch it 

unintentionally for a long time when you fall asleep 

etc.

The handset or adapter may become warm when using an 

app, a call, data communication, watching video, etc. for a 

long time or charging.

Directly touching a warmed part for a long time may cause 

redness, itching, rashes, low-temperature burns, etc. on 

your skin depending on your constitution or health condition.

Handling the handset

Danger
Do not throw the handset into a fire or heat it.

May cause fires, burns, bodily injury, etc. because of 

catching fire, exploding, overheating or leaking of the 

battery.

Do not apply excessive force on the handset such 

as puncturing it with a nail (sharp object), hitting it 

with a hammer (hard object) or stepping on it.

May cause fires, burns, bodily injury, etc. because of 

catching fire, exploding, overheating or leaking of the 

battery.

If the substance etc. inside the internal battery 

comes into contact with your eyes, do not rub your 

eyes but immediately rinse your eyes with clean 

water. Then seek prompt medical treatment.

May result in loss of eyesight etc. because of the substance 

etc. inside the internal battery.

If the substance etc. inside the display comes into 

contact with your eyes or mouth, immediately rinse 

the contacted area with clean water. Then seek 

prompt medical treatment.

May result in loss of eyesight, sick, etc. because of the 

substance etc. inside the display.

Warning
Do not point the illuminated light directly at 

someone's eyes. Especially when you use it for 

young children, keep sufficient distance from them.

Do not use Mobile light near people's faces. Eyesight may 

be temporarily affected leading to accidents etc.

Do not illuminate or emit the mobile light at anyone 

driving a car or other vehicles.

May prevent a driver from driving safely and cause a traffic 

accident etc.

Do not watch the screen which is flashing 

repeatedly for a long time.

May cause spasm or loss of consciousness.

Do not allow water or other liquids (drinking water, 

sweat, seawater, pet urine, etc.), metal, flammable 

material or other foreign object to enter the docomo 

nano UIM card slot or microSD Card slot on the 

handset.

Also, do not insert the docomo nano UIM card or 

microSD Card in the wrong place or wrong side.

May cause fires, burns, bodily injury, electric shock, etc.

Do not expose the camera lens to direct sunlight 

etc. for an extended period.

May cause fires, burns, bodily injury etc. because of the 

light-collecting mechanism of the lens.

Turn off the handset or set it to Airplane mode 

before going aboard an airplane.

Since using the handset on airplanes is restricted, follow the 

instructions given by the respective airlines.

May interfere with the operation of electronic devices 

installed on the airplane.

If you commit a prohibited act while using the handset on an 

airplane, you may be punished by law.
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6 Contents/Precautions

Follow the instructions given by the respective 

medical facility regarding the use of the handset in 

a hospital.

Turn off the handset in areas where the use of mobile 

phones is prohibited.

May interfere with the operation of electronic devices and 

electronic medical equipment.

Keep the handset away from the ears during a call 

in which hands-free is set, while the ringtone is 

ringing loudly, during stand-by, etc.

When you attach the earphone/microphone etc. to 

the handset to play games, video/music, etc., do 

not make the volume too loud.

Excessively high volume or using the handset continuously 

for a long time may damage your hearing etc.

Also, it may prevent you from hearing ambient sounds and 

cause an accident.

If you have a weak heart, take extra precautions 

when setting functions such as the vibrator and 

ringtone volume for incoming calls.

May have harmful effects on your heart.

If you are using electronic medical equipment etc., 

contact the respective manufacturer or dealer to 

check whether the operation of the equipment is 

affected by signals.

May interfere with the operation of electronic medical 

equipment etc.

Turn off the handset near high-precision electronic 

devices or devices that use weak electronic 

signals.

May interfere with the operation of electronic devices.

※ Take particular care with the following devices

Hearing aids, implanted cardiac pacemakers, implanted 

cardioverter-defibrillators, other electronic medical 

equipment, other equipment controlled by electronic signals, 

etc. If you use an implanted cardiac pacemaker, implanted 

cardioverter-defibrillator or other electronic medical 

equipment, contact the respective manufacturer or dealer to 

check whether the operation of the equipment is affected by 

signals.

If the display part or camera lens is damaged, be 

careful of broken glass and the exposed inside of 

the handset.

May cause burns, bodily injury, electric shock, etc. if you 

touch the broken or exposed parts.

If the internal battery leaks or emits an unusual 

odor, immediately stop using the handset and 

move it away from any naked flames or fire.

The battery fluid is flammable and could ignite, causing a 

fire, explosion, etc.

Do not allow a pet etc. to bite the handset.

May cause fires, burns, bodily injury, etc. because of 

catching fire, exploding, overheating or leaking of the 

internal battery.

Caution
Do not swing the handset by its strap etc.

May hit you or others around you, resulting in an accident 

such as bodily injury.

For using a motion sensor and geomagnetic 

sensor, check the safety around, hold the handset 

and do not swing it more than necessary.

May cause an accident such as bodily injury.

If the display is broken and the internal substance 

etc. then leaks, do not get it on your skin (face, 

hands, etc.), clothes, etc.

May result in damage to your eyes, skin, etc.

If the internal substance etc. comes into contact with your 

eyes, mouth, skin or clothes, immediately rinse the 

contacted area with clean water.

Also, if it comes into contact with your eyes or mouth, seek 

medical treatment immediately after rinsing the contacted 

area.

Do not dispose of the handset in ordinary garbage.

May cause fires, burns, bodily injury, etc. because of 

catching fire. Also, may damage to the environment. Take 

the unnecessary handset to a sales outlet such as a 

docomo Shop or follow the instructions by a local institution 

that handles used handsets.

If the substance etc. inside the internal battery 

leaks, do not get the liquid on your skin (face, 

hands, etc.).

May result in damage to your eyes, skin, etc.

If the internal substance etc. comes into contact with your 

eyes, mouth, skin or clothes, immediately rinse the 

contacted area with clean water.

Also, if it comes into contact with your eyes or mouth, seek 

medical treatment immediately after rinsing the contacted 

area.

If you use the handset in a vehicle, contact the 

vehicle manufacturer or dealer to check whether 

the operation of the vehicle is affected by signals.

May interfere with the operation of electronic equipment in 

some vehicle models. In this case, stop using the handset.

If any trouble on your skin occurs due to using the 

handset, immediately stop using it and seek 

medical treatment. Use of the handset may cause 

itching, rashes, eczema, etc. depending on your 

constitution or health condition.

Refer to the following for details on materials of each part.

>P. 8 “Material list”

Make sure that there is no metal (a blade of cutter, 

staple, etc.) on the handset because the earpiece/

speaker section and back camera section contain 

parts that generate magnetic waves.

May cause bodily injury etc. because of the adhered object.

Look at the display in a well-lit place, keeping a 

certain distance.

Eyesight may be weakened etc. if you look at it in a dark 

place or closely.

Handling adapters

Warning
Do not use if the cord of the adapter is damaged.

May cause fires, burns, electric shock, etc.

Never use the adapter in humid locations such as a 

bathroom.

May cause fires, burns, electric shock, etc.

The DC adapter should only be used in negative 

grounded vehicles. Never use it in positive 

grounded vehicles.

May cause fires, burns, electric shock, etc.
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Do not touch adapters if you hear thunder.

May cause electric shock etc.

Do not short-circuit the charger terminal when 

connected to an outlet or accessory socket. Also, 

do not allow any part of your body (hands, fingers, 

etc.) to come into contact with the charger terminal.

May cause fires, burns, electric shock, etc.

Do not place heavy objects on the cord of the 

adapter or apply excessive force on it such as 

pulling it.

May cause fires, burns, electric shock, etc.

When plugging/unplugging an AC adapter into/from 

the outlet, do not allow metallic straps or other 

metallic objects to come into contact with the 

prongs of the plug.

May cause fires, burns, electric shock, etc.

Do not connect the voltage converter for overseas 

travel (travel converter) to the AC adapter.

May catch fire, or cause overheat, electric shock, etc.

Do not apply excessive force on the connection 

part with the adapter connected to the handset.

May cause fires, burns, bodily injury, electric shock, etc.

Do not handle the cord, charger terminal or power 

plug of the adapter with wet hands.

May cause fires, burns, electric shock, etc.

Always use the specified power supply and voltage.

When using overseas, use the AC adapter that is 

available overseas.

Using the incorrect power supply and voltage may cause 

fires, burns, electric shock, etc.

AC adapter: 100V AC (Connect only with a household AC 

outlet)

AC adapter available overseas: 100 to 240V AC (Connect 

only with a household AC outlet)

DC adapter: 12/24V DC (for negative grounded vehicles 

only)

If you replace the fuse in the DC adapter, always 

replace it with a specified fuse.

May cause fires, burns, electric shock, etc. if you use the 

fuse other than specified one. Refer to the respective 

manuals for information on specified fuses.

Wipe off any dust on the power plug.

May cause fires, burns, electric shock, etc. if you use the 

power plug with dust adhering.

Fully plug the adapter into the outlet or accessory 

socket.

May cause fires, burns, electric shock, etc. if you do not 

insert it securely.

Always grasp the adapters when unplugging the 

power plug from the outlet or accessory socket. Do 

not apply excessive force on it such as pulling the 

cord of the adapter.

May cause fires, burns, electric shock, etc. since the cord of 

the adapter is damaged by pulling it.

When plugging/unplugging an adapter into/from 

the handset, plug/unplug it straightly toward the 

terminal to connect, not applying excessive force 

on it such as pulling the cord.

May cause fires, burns, bodily injury, electric shock, etc. if 

you do not plug/unplug it correctly.

If the charger terminal is deformed such as bending 

it, immediately stop using. Also, do not use the 

deformed one by returning it to the original shape.

May cause fires, burns, bodily injury, electric shock, etc. 

because of short circuit of it.

Unplug the power plug of the adapter from the 

outlet or accessory socket when not using.

May cause fires, burns, bodily injury, electric shock, etc. if 

you leave the power plug with it plugged into the outlet or 

accessory socket.

If water or other liquids (drinking water, sweat, 

seawater, pet urine, etc.) enter the equipment, 

immediately remove the power plug from the outlet 

or accessory socket.

May cause fires, burns, electric shock, etc.

Always unplug the power plug from the outlet or 

accessory socket before cleaning the equipment.

May cause fires, burns, electric shock, etc. if you do not 

unplug it.

Caution
Do not touch the adapter for a long time when 

connected to an outlet or accessory socket.

May cause burns etc.

Handling Disney original cover

Caution
Do not pinch your fingers when attaching the 

Disney original cover.

May cause an accident such as bodily injury.

Make sure that there is no metal (a blade of cutter, 

staple, etc.) on the handset because the Disney 

original cover contains the magnetic.

May cause bodily injury etc. because of the adhered object.

If any trouble on your skin occurs due to using the 

the Disney original cover, immediately stop using it 

and seek medical treatment. Use of the the Disney 

original cover may cause itching, rashes, eczema, 

etc. depending on your constitution or health 

condition.

Be careful with the cutting surface not to injure any 

part of your body such as fingers when handling 

the docomo nano UIM card.

May cause bodily injury etc.

Handling near electronic medical equipment

Warning
If you have electronic medical equipment such as 

an implanted cardiac pacemaker or an implanted 

cardioverter-defibrillator, always carry or use your 

handset at least 15 cm away from your implant.

Electromagnetic signals may have harmful effects on the 

operation of the electronic medical equipment.

Patients receiving medical treatment away from a 

medical facility (e.g. home treatment) who are using 

electronic medical equipment other than implanted 

cardiac pacemakers or implanted 

cardioverter-defibrillators should consult the 

respective manufacturers etc. for information 

regarding the effects of signals on the equipment.

Electromagnetic signals may have harmful effects on the 

operation of the electronic medical equipment.

If there is any chance that the distance between the 

handset and a person closest to you may get 

shorter than 15 cm such as when you cannot freely 

move around, set the handset not to emit radio 

wave in advance (by setting Airplane mode, turning 

the power off, etc.).

Somebody nearby may be equipped with electronic medical 

equipment such as an implanted cardiac pacemaker or an 

implanted cardioverter-defibrillator. Electromagnetic signals 

may have harmful effects on the operation of the electronic 

medical equipment.

Follow the instructions given by the respective 

medical facilities regarding the use of the handset 

on their premises.

May have harmful effects on the operation of the electronic 

medical equipment.

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Cautions on using Bluetooth devices

Bluetooth operates at radio frequencies assigned to the 

in-house radio stations for a mobile object identifier that 

have to be licensed and are used in production lines of a 

factory, specific unlicensed low power radio stations, and 

amateur radio stations (hereafter, referred to as “another 

radio station”) in addition to industrial, scientific and 

medical devices or home electric appliances such as 

microwave ovens.

1. Before using the handset, make sure that “another radio 

station” is not operating nearby.

Also, if the handset is wet or after the handset is wet, adequately 

drain it and wipe off water with dry and clean cloth etc. then dry 

naturally before opening the docomo nano UIM Card and 

microSD Card cover.

When you use [Answer] function of Suguden, the handset 

detects that your ear is closing to the speaker from which the 

ringtone is ringing and the ringtone volume is changed to 

proper volume. However, the loud volume may be sounded 

about your ear such as when not detecting that your ear is 

closing, so set the ringtone volume properly and use.
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16 Before Using the Handset

A docomo nano UIM card is an IC card that records personal 

information, such as your phone number.

You cannot use functions such as the phone or packet 

communication without inserting a docomo nano UIM card.

In Japan, you cannot call to the emergency number (110, 119 or 

118) without inserting a docomo nano UIM card.

A docomo nano UIM card has a security code called PIN code 

(>P. 76 “PIN code”).

The handset supports only docomo nano UIM card. If you have a 

docomo mini UIM card, UIM or FOMA card, bring it to a docomo 

Shop to replace.

Before inserting or removing the docomo nano UIM card, turn off 

the power. Hold the handset securely with your hand.

Frequently recharging the battery when its power is still 

remaining enough may shorten the usable life of the internal 

battery. It is recommended to use the battery to a certain level 

(e.g. after the battery level decreases) before recharging.

When the battery becomes warm, charging may automatically 

stop even if the battery has not been fully charged. Charging 

automatically resumes after the temperature lowers to an 

appropriate temperature.

■Estimated battery life when fully charged

Do not allow the docomo nano UIM card or tray to fall when 

removing them.

Make sure not to touch or damage the IC (gold) of the docomo 

nano UIM card when handling it. Also, note that inserting or 

removing the docomo nano UIM card forcibly may damage it or 

deform the tray.

Do not misplace the docomo nano UIM card once it is removed.

IMEI plate
A plate on which the IMEI number (International Mobile 

Equipment Identifier) is printed is stowed near the docomo 

nano UIM card slot. The IMEI number is required when you 

contact a repair counter that DOCOMO specifies, so do not pull 

it out.

18 Before Using the Handset

■ Internal battery usable life

Internal battery is a consumable product. Battery life per charge 

is gradually reduced every time the battery is charged.

When battery life per charge is reduced to approximately half of 

the default time, this means that the internal battery is 

approaching the end of its usable life. In this case, it is 

recommended to replace the battery as soon as possible. For 

details on replacing the internal battery, contact the number 

listed in “Repairs” (in Japanese only) on the last page or a repair 

counter that DOCOMO specifies.

If you watch videos etc. while charging for a long time, the usable 

life of the internal battery may become shorter than estimated.

■AC adapter and DC adapter

Refer to user's guide of AC Adapter 05 (sold separately) or DC 

Adapter 04 (sold separately).

AC Adapter 05 covers from 100 to 240V AC.

The shape of the plug for the AC adapter is for 100V AC (for 

domestic use). To use the AC adapter of 100 to 240V AC 

overseas, a conversion plug adapter applicable to your country 

of stay is required. Do not use a voltage converter for overseas 

travel to charge the battery.

[Read the user's guides of AC Adapter 05 (sold 
separately) and DC Adapter 04 (sold separately)]

Following operations describe how to charge with AC Adapter 05 

or DC Adapter 04.

1 Insert the microUSB plug of the AC adapter/DC 

adapter horizontally into the external 

connection jack on the handset with the side 

marked with “B” turned up

When EMOPA is set to OFF, Disney animation is displayed while 

the Disney kisekae alarm rings.

You can use the camera and play music when EMOPA is set to

You need to carry out First things first to use all call functions 

when using the small window screen. Touch [Initial settings for 

a cover] in the status panel in advance and follow the 

instructions on the screen and operate.

Some apps may not be available if the device 

management function is disabled.

Unknown sources: Allow installation of apps received via 

websites other than Google Play, mails, etc.

Storage type: Display the storage type.

Trusted credentials: Check certificates and enable/disable 

them.

Install certificates: Install encrypted certificates.

Clear credentials: Delete all credentials.

Trust agents: Make settings for apps (agents) that unlock the 

touch panel.

Screen pinning: Restrict the use of apps other than selected 

one. For details on the operation method >P. 34 “Recent 

Apps”

Apps with usage access: Set apps that can access the data 

of app usage history item.

You can set contacts in the phonebook not to be displayed in 

the phonebook, outgoing/incoming call history, etc. by setting 

the secrecy setting for the contacts.

When you temporarily disable the secret mode, both normal 

contacts and contacts for which the secrecy setting is set are 

displayed.

If the display is turned off while the secret mode is temporarily 

disabled, the secret mode is enabled.

1 In the home screen, display the Apps Sheet/

[Settings]/[Lock & Security]/[Secrecy 

settings]

Lock & security

[Screen lock]
The following items can be set.

None: The lock screen of the touch panel is not displayed.

Swipe or Touch: Set the touch panel to be unlocked by 

sliding [ ]. When [docomo LIVE UX] is selected in Batch 

change lock screen/ home application, touch [ ] to unlock.

Pattern: Set a pattern which forms by linking four or more 

dots.

Lock No.: Set four- to sixteen-digit number.

Password: Set four to sixteen alphanumerics or half-width 

symbols including at least one alphabet.

･ Some half-width symbols are not available.

If you have registered the fingerprint, unlock the screen by 

fingerprint authentication as well.

･ If you fail in fingerprint authentication five times continuously, 

you cannot unlock the screen by the fingerprint for a certain 

period of time.

If you enter wrong patterns/lock numbers/passwords, you 

cannot unlock the screen for a certain period of time according 

to how many times you have entered wrong patterns.

Five times in a row: 30 seconds

After you have entered wrong patterns 10 times in a row, you 

cannot enter the pattern for 30 seconds each time you enter 

wrong patterns. If you unlock the screen, the count is reset.

The following items in Lock & Security may be displayed/hidden 

depending on the settings in Screen lock.

Make pattern visible: Display tracks of the entered pattern 

with line.

Automatically lock: Set how long it takes the touch panel to 

be locked.

Power key to lock instantly: Set whether to lock the touch 

panel regardless of the time set in Automatically lock when 

you turn off the display by pressing 0.

If you forget the pattern/lock number/password, contact a 

docomo Shop.

Unlock the screen when activating the handset

If you set Screen lock to an item other than [None] or [Swipe or 

Touch], you can set whether to unlock the screen when the 

power is turned on.

If you enter wrong patterns/lock numbers/passwords 10 or 20 

times in a row when turning on the power and unlocking the 

screen, you cannot enter them until turning the power on again. 

Note that if you enter wrong ones 30 times in a row, the handset 

is initialized.

[Smart Lock]
When using Smart Lock, touch the unlock icon such as [ ] to 

temporarily disable Smart Lock.

[Clear credentials]
Settings for VPN are also deleted.

Secrecy settings
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2 Enter the passcode/[OK]

: The secret mode is temporarily disabled.

3 Select an item

Set contact secrecy: Set the secrecy setting for contacts in 

the phonebook.

Disable secret mode temporarily: Make settings for 

temporary cancellation of the secret mode.

Guide: Display how to temporarily disable the secret mode 

and explanation for contacts in the phonebook for which the 

secrecy setting is set.

Disabling the secret mode temporarily

Precautions about various security codes
Do not use easily predictable numbers for security codes to be 

set such as “birthday”, “part of a phone number”, “address or 

room number”, “1111” or “1234”. Keep a separate memo of 

security codes.

Keep security codes private. If the security codes are found and 

improperly used by others, DOCOMO shall not be liable for any 

damages incurred on the users.

If you forget your security codes, you are required to bring your 

identification (a driver's license etc.), your handset and your 

docomo nano UIM card to a docomo Shop. 

For details, contact the number listed in “General Inquiries” on 

the last page.

PUK (PIN Unlock Key) is described in the agreement form 

(customer copy) you received at the time of subscription at a 

docomo Shop. If you made a subscription at a shop other than a 

docomo Shop, bring your identification (a driver's license etc.) 

and your docomo nano UIM card to a docomo Shop or contact 

the number listed in “General Inquiries” on the last page.

■Security key (security code for various functions)

If you set any restrictions, you need to enter the security key to 

temporarily disable them. [0000] is set as a security key by default 

but you can change it (>P. 75 “Lock & security”).

If you enter wrong security keys five times continuously, you 

cannot enter it for 30 seconds.

If you register your fingerprint, you can unlock it by fingerprint 

authentication as well.

･ If you fail in fingerprint authentication five times continuously, 

you cannot unlock it by the fingerprint. In this case, enter the 

security keys. 

■Network security code

Network security code is a four-digit code required for confirming 

the subscriber's identity when an order is received at a docomo 

Shop, docomo Information Center or “̤客様΍εーΠ” (Support), 

used for accessing various network services, etc. You can set any 

code at the time of subscription but you can change the code.

For details on network security code, refer to the DOCOMO 

website.

■PIN code

A docomo nano UIM card has a security code called PIN code. This 

security code is set to [0000] by default but you can change the 

code (>P. 77 “Setting up SIM card lock”).

The PIN code is a four- to eight-digit security code that needs to be 

entered for recognizing the user of the handset every time a 

docomo nano UIM card is inserted or when a device is turned on to 

prevent unauthorized use of the docomo nano UIM card by a third 

party. Making/Receiving a call and the device operation are 

enabled by entering PIN code.

Use the previously set PIN code when inserting a docomo nano 

UIM card that has been used in another device. It is [0000] if the 

setting has not been changed.

If you enter wrong PIN codes three times continuously, it is 

locked and the docomo nano UIM card becomes unavailable. In 

this case, unlock with “PUK” (PIN Unlock Key).

■PUK (PIN Unlock Key)

PUK (PIN Unlock Key) is an eight-digit number used to disable the 

PIN code lock. You cannot change the code.

If you enter wrong codes 10 times continuously, the docomo 

nano UIM card is completely locked. In this case, contact a 

docomo Shop.

Fingerprint authentication is an authentication function to 

operate by touching the fingerprint sensor with a finger. You 

can unlock the touch panel etc. 

■Cautions when using fingerprint authentication 

function

Fingerprint authentication is carried out using characteristics 

information of a fingerprint image. If your fingerprint image has 

only a few characteristics information, you may not be able to 

use fingerprint authentication.

Authentication performance (performance for authenticating your 

fingerprint when you touch the fingerprint sensor with your finger 

properly) depends on your usage of the handset. If your finger is 

in any of the following conditions, registration of a fingerprint may 

be difficult or authentication performance may degrade. You may 

be able to improve authentication performance when you deal 

with the situations according to the conditions of your finger such 

as by washing or drying your hands or putting another finger.

Your finger gets wrinkled after taking a bath etc. 

Your finger is dry

The grooves of your fingerprint are filled up with sweat or fat 

on your finger

Your finger is dirty with mud or grease 

Your finger is wet with sweat etc. 

Your finger is rough or injured (cut, inflammation, etc.)

Your fingerprint is faint by attrition

The shape of your fingerprint has changed because you get fat 

or thin

Security codes used on the handset

Fingerprint authentication
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The surface condition of your finger is extremely different from 

when you have registered your fingerprint

Touch with your finger on the whole fingerprint sensor. Not to 

touch with floating when the handset is equipped with the Disney 

original cover.

Personal authentication and identification are not completely 

guaranteed by fingerprint authentication technology. Note that 

DOCOMO shall not be liable for any damage incurred due to a 

misuse by a third party and what you have not been able to use 

the handset.

■Cautions when using fingerprint sensor

Do not let the handset hit or subject to strong impacts. May 

cause a malfunction or damage. Do not scratch the surface of 

the sensor or poke it with a pointed object such as a ballpoint pen 

or pin.

Do not put a sticker etc. on the surface of the fingerprint sensor 

or daub it with ink etc.

If dust such as dirt or fat etc. adheres to the sensor, reading of a 

fingerprint may be difficult or authentication performance may 

degrade. Occasionally clean the surface of the fingerprint sensor.

Your fingerprint cannot be authenticated properly if it is too fast to 

release your finger. Release the finger after the fingerprint is 

authenticated.

If you start registration or authentication of your fingerprint while 

touching the fingerprint sensor with your finger, you may not be 

able to activate the function. Release your finger and try again.

■Registration of fingerprint

You can register your fingerprint used for fingerprint authentication.

Also, when a shortcut which is carried out to activate an app etc. is 

set to fingerprint, unlock the touch panel by fingerprint 

authentication to use the shortcut.

You can set the shortcut by fingerprint.

You can register up to five fingerprints.

If fingerprint sensor fails to read your fingerprint, you may be able 

to improve the authentication performance by using another 

finger.

Set Screen lock to an item other than [None] or [Swipe or Touch] 

in advance (>P. 75 “Lock & security”).

Remove the Disney original cover when registering fingerprints.

■Handset operation

Becomes hot while operating/charging

Make sure [Automatic date & time] is enabled and 

turn the power on again in a location with good signal

Handset operation is unstable

･ The apps installed on the handset after purchase may become 

a cause.

>P. 42 “Voice/Answering memo”

･ Make sure the ringing time for Voice Mail Service or Call 

Forwarding Service is not set to “0 seconds”. 

>P. 43 “Network service”

Calls are not available ([ ] does not disappear even after 

moving to another place or calls cannot be made/received even 

though signal status is not bad)

･ Turn the power on again or attach the docomo nano UIM card 

again. >P. 16 “docomo nano UIM card”, P. 19 “Turning 

power on/off”

･ Depending on the signal type, even though status is “inside 

the service area” or “[ ] (indicating signal status) appears”, 

making/receiving a call may not be available. Move to another 

place and call again.

･ Make sure the call restriction such as call rejection is not set. 

>P. 43 “Reject call setting”

･ In a crowded place, heavy telephone/mail traffic may make it 

difficult to get a connection depending on how congested the 

radio waves are.

■Sound

The other party's voice is not heard well or is too loud during a 

call

･ Make sure you have not changed the in-call volume. 

>P. 41 “Adjusting the in-call volume”

■Mail

Mail is not automatically received

･ Make sure Sync frequency in the account settings of Email is 

not set to [Never]. >P. 27 “Setting up mail account”

■Camera

Still picture or video shot by the camera is blurred

･ Switch Focus Setting to [Macro] when shooting a nearby 

object with SHCamera. >P. 58 “Common settings on 

shooting still pictures/videos”

･ Make sure the camera lens is neither misted up nor exposed 

to dirt. >P. 56 “Before using camera”

Still pictures and videos shot while the mobile light is turned on 

go white

･ If there is a case, cover, finger, etc. near the camera lens, 

lights of the mobile light may reflect on it and shot still pictures 

and videos may be adversely affected.

■Osaifu-Keitai

Cannot use Osaifu-Keitai

･ If Omakase Lock is set, Osaifu-Keitai functions are not 

available regardless of the setting of NFC/Osaifu-Keitai lock.

･ Make sure NFC/Osaifu-Keitai lock is not set. >P. 55 “NFC/

Osaifu-Keitai lock”

･ Is the # mark of the handset held over the scanning device? 

>P. 54 “Precautions about holding over the other device”

■ International roaming

Cannot use the handset overseas (The signal icon appears)

･ Make sure you have subscribed to “international roaming 

service (WORLD WING)”. Check the status of a subscription 

to “international roaming service (WORLD WING)”. 

>P. 88 “Outline of international roaming (WORLD WING)”

Cannot use the handset overseas ([ ] appears)

･ Make sure the handset is not outside the service area of 

international roaming or in a place with weak signal. Refer to 

the DOCOMO website if the service area or network operator 

is available one. >P. 88 “Outline of international roaming 

(WORLD WING)”

･ Change the network setting or network operator setting. Set 

Preferred network type to [4G/3G/GSM(Auto)]. Set Network 

operators to [Select automatically]. >P. 88 “Preferred 

network type”, P. 88 “Network operators”

･ Turn the power on again. The handset may recover. 

>P. 19 “Turning power on/off”

Cannot use data communication overseas

Cannot find it even if searching

･ Set the Bluetooth connection compatible device (commercially 

available) side to the registration stand-by status and register 

it from the handset side. To delete the registered device once 

and register it again, both the Bluetooth connection compatible 

device (commercially available) and the handset are required 

to be deleted on each side. >P. 84 “Using Bluetooth 

function”

Calls cannot be made from the handset with an external device 

such as a car navigation system or hands-free device connected

･ Making a call to a phone number may become unavailable if 

you make multiple calls to the phone number in the condition 

that the other party does not answer or outside the service 

area.

･ Appears when failed to update a license of copyrighted 

content that has reached the expiration date.

･ Appears when SMS was not sent properly.

･ Appears when mail was not sent properly. Try again from a 

location with a strong signal.

[Lift finger, then touch sensor again]

[Move finger for next touch.]

[Not recognized]

･ Appears when failed to read your fingerprint.

[Low on space]

･ Available space on the handset memory is decreasing. Some 

functions or apps may not work properly. Uninstall unneeded 

apps or move/delete files.

[No permissions to play this content.]

･ Appears when there is no available license or when attempting 

to play copyrighted content whose playable period or limit has 

expired.

[No SIM card - Emergency calls only]

･ Make sure docomo nano UIM card is properly inserted. 

>P. 16 “docomo nano UIM card”

[Please wait for a while(data)]

･ Packet communication network is extremely congested. Try 

again later.

[Please wait for a while(voice call)]

･ Audio line network is extremely congested. Try again later.

[Quit fingerprint authentication since failure limit was reached.]

[Too many attempts. Try again later.]

･ Appears when failed to authenticate your fingerprint five times. 

Unlock the screen by method set in Screen lock or security 

key depending on the situation.

[xx mails have been received, but some have not been received.]

･ Appears when not all mails can be received for an unspecified 

reason.

※This service is provided in Japanese.

By having the screen on your handset shared with DOCOMO, 

you can get supports for operating and setting the handset, 

using apps or connecting to peripheral devices such as PC.

■Precautions

Once the update is completed, you cannot downgrade the

When updating software, the information unique to the handset

During installation, making or receiving calls, each 

communication function and other functions cannot be used.

During installation, no key operations are available. It is not 

possible to cancel installation.

When the update is completed, the handset restarts.

When the update is completed, some settings may be reset. 

Re-enter the information or re-specify the settings.

When PIN code is set, the PIN code entry screen appears during 

restart after rewriting and you are required to enter PIN code.

If update fails and all operations become unavailable, bring the 

handset to a repair counter that DOCOMO specifies.

While updating, sent SMSs are held at SMS center.

Update may take time.

signal conditions while you are not moving. Software update may 

be interrupted if signal is weak.

When software update is not necessary, [No upgrade is needed. 

Use it as it is.] appears.

When you update the software, drag the status bar down/select

If the handset software is the latest, [No upgrade is needed. 

Use it as it is.] is displayed.

If the download is interrupted, data downloaded up to that point 

is retained for up to 14 days. You can restart the download from 

[ ] (Downloading update file stopped) on the status panel.

If you select [Perform at scheduled time (via Wi-Fi/Xi)] or 

[Perform at scheduled time (only via Wi-Fi)], the time for the 

download to start is automatically set. The time cannot be 

changed. If you do not want to download at the automatically 

set time, [Software Update]/[Back]. Then select [Perform now 

(only via Wi-Fi)] and download update files.
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Check if update for apps is required after the update is 

completed. If you do not update an app which needs to be 

updated, the app's operations may become unstable or functions 

may not work normally. Be sure to keep the version up-to-date.
